Long Term Conditions Clinics

Letters will be sent out soon to

invite these patients to a clinic

The clinic will be run by our

qualified Nurse Prescriber or a GP
Patients will have their health and

medication reviewed and will receive a

Personalised Care Plan to help them
















The patient brings their Health and Social Assessment form and attends their appointment with the Healthcare Assistant.


This will include a blood and urine test.














Patients with two or more long term conditions


will receive a letter inviting them


to attend a clinic














Our Receptionists will contact the patient


to arrange a Long Term Conditions clinic appointment with either a GP or


our Nurse Prescriber.














Our Pharmacist will review the patient’s medical notes and make recommendations.


A GP will look at the patient’s test results and


our Pharmacist’s advice. 











The letter will include a


Health and Social Assessment form – 


this should be completed by the patient and taken


to their first appointment














The patient calls Reception and books an appointment with a Healthcare Assistant.














The patient attends their clinic appointment.


They will receive their results, a review


and given a Personalised Care Plan.





If needed they will be asked to arrange


a follow-up appointment.
